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EXPECTATIONS:

1.) Bring your textbook, a pen or pencil, binder, planner, and a good attitude to class everyday.  Your notebook is a long-term assignment that is worth 10% of your final grade.  Take notes consistently and stay organized.
2.) Per school policy, no food, drink, or gum is permitted in class.

3.) Be on time.  Punctuality is a virtue.  Consult your planner for a review of Central’s tardy policy.
4.) Turn work in when it is due (when I ask for it, NOT at the end of the hour).  Work turned in late will have points deducted.  If you are absent on the day of an assignment, it is due when you return.

5.) If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to see me about the work you’ve missed.  Tests and quizzes will be announced well in advance.  If you are absent on the day previous to a test or quiz, I expect you to take it.  If you are absent on a test or quiz day, I reserve the right to provide you with an alternative form of assessment over the material.

6.) Follow the West Point Honor Code’s instructions: “Do not lie, cheat, or steal—or tolerate those who do.”

7.) Every student at Central is provided with a planner.  Use it.  In order to leave the room, you must have a planner signed by me.  Restroom passes should be used sparingly, at the beginning or end of the hour.
